What is Mediation?

Divorce mediation is a tested process for couples
who have decided to dissolve their marriage. Both
spouses meet with a neutral trained divorce
mediator to negotiate the terms of the divorce
agreement.

These issues include:

3 How they will share the cost of raising the
children.
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3  What the future family living arrangements
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will be.
3 How they will parent their children.

During mediation sessions, we guide couples
through a thoughtful decision-making process,
providing emotional support and encouragement.

The open and free exchange of information frees
up couples to negotiate in confidence.
Divorce mediation is not a substitute for

independent legal advice. Participants are
encouraged to seek legal, tax, real estate and

financial planning advice when needed.

Once complete, an attorney will draw up the final
agreement to be submitted to the court.

Why Mediation?

There are many reasons why you may find

mediation a better approach than litigation

through the courts:

3 Divorce through mediation is typically less
costly than the cost of divorce through
litigation, sometimes as much as 1/3 the
cost.

3 Mediation allows you to focus on your future
and plan. You make the decisions and
determine what is best for you and your
family.

3 Mediation is voluntary and confidential. You
may choose at any time to stop mediating
and proceed with litigation.

3 Mediation gives you an opportunity to deal
with your anger and frustration, and to heal
emotionally.

3 Mediation provides an environment that will
allow you to preserve or create a positive
working relationship. It may reduce the
amount of conflict between spouses.
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parenting plans are developed jointly.
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concerns are heard.
